Gospel Reflection – Follow





As Jesus passed along the Sea of Galilee he saw Simon and his brother Andrew casting a net into the sea. “Follow me,” said Jesus, “and I will make you fishers of men."  Simon and Andrew we are told left their nets and followed. We can’t help feeling that some of the story has been left out. We are not told anything of the disciples’ inner struggle, the questions they may have asked, their discernment or their decision-making. Surely some of this must have gone on?





Our problem with ‘calling’ is that we imagine it to be a bit of a ball-and-chain. Like your mother calling you to do your Saturday morning chores, you imagine a calling to be a command to do something you don’t really want to do at a time you don’t really want to do it. This is not the case with God’s calling. God wouldn’t call us to do something we were bad at or unable to do. God is more likely to call us to use our unique skills, and of course, when we are doing something we are good at; we can’t be anything else but happy, fulfilled and liberated. It’s true that a calling might mean leaving some things behind, but perhaps leaving behind a meaningless job or a useless way of life could only be a good thing.





We find it hard to believe that the early disciples could have responded to Jesus’ call with such immediacy but they must have reached an understating that fragmented lives, split in every direction could never be satisfactory. We on the other hand have trouble letting go of the belief that we can be all things to all men. We agree to follow Jesus but our response is far from immediate. We are far too routed in our hectic schedules and comfortable lifestyles to make any uncomfortable or radical decisions. Perhaps we wish we could put Jesus’ calling on hold, or make it go away even. We could combat this negativity by imagining the emptiness of having no calling at all. How worthless would we feel if God had no purpose in life for us? With this in mind we aim to adopt the immediacy of the early disciples and embrace our own calling with confidence and enthusiasm.

THE MISSIONARIES OF AFRICA


‘The Missionaries of Africa’ aka “White Fathers” is an international Missionary Society of priests, brothers and co-operators founded in 1868 by Cardinal Lavigerie. Established in North Africa, the society has always placed special emphasis on its work within Africa.


The Missionaries of Africa come from many different countries in Africa and around the world, and from the outset, great importance has always been attached to the international nature of the society, with French and English being the official languages.


Any ministry which has a real relationship with Africa, no matter in what part of the world it may be, is considered by the Missionaries of Africa to be within the scope of their Apostolate.


The Missionaries of Africa lay special stress on the family spirit, having a life of prayer and work in common, Even though our work may take us for some time away from our communities, the community is the home to which we return.


Through pastoral ministry, the media, social welfare, justice and peace, leadership training, educational and medical work, the Missionaries of Africa aim to be of service to the Church in Africa. Today most of the Bishops in Africa are Africans. They are assisted in their work by an ever-increasing number of African priests. We offer ourselves to the Church in Africa in a spirit of partnership. The missionary these days will find himself engaged in many different types of activity: parish ministry, helping to train future priests in seminaries and also working in other educational establishments. He will find himself involved in working with newspaper, television and radio journalists, with justice and peace groups, ministering to refugees, to name but a few. In many places the Missionaries of Africa help in building up self-reliant small Christian Communities so people can experience for themselves the light of the Gospel at a ‘grass roots’ level, At the same time, much of our work is still of a pioneering nature, and missionaries have to be prepared to adapt themselves to changing circumstances.


Thanks to the heroic efforts of missionaries working in Africa since 1868, the increase in the number of African Christians is vastly


out-pacing the supply of African priests, brothers and co-operators required to attend to the spiritual needs of these peoples.


Many parishes in Africa are understaffed, simply because there is nobody to send there. At the same time, within the Dioceses in Africa, there are vast areas where the fulfilment of the Church’s commission to the world has still to be initiated or consolidated. 


It is especially here that the Missionaries of Africa their task today.
